CARE INSTRUCTIONS

Your new furniture requires very little maintenance. It may be washed with a mild detergent and water to
remove surface dust and dirt. After prolonged exposure to the elements you may want to refinish it. We
recommend lightly sanding it prior to refinishing, then use a cloth to remove the dust, refinish with a high quality
exterior finish. It may be necessary at times to tighten the bolts and screws. It is normal for bolts to loosen
somewhat in wood furniture. In northern climates, we recommend that the furniture be stored inside during the
winter months.
